Secondhand Smoke Stencils

Supplies: 
Can of Spray chalk


Stencils/Free-hand Messages


Talking Points

What:
Spray Messages about secondhand smoke to grasp people’s attention while passing by.  The stencils provided are ‘logos’ for the event (remember to save your stencils for future use).  The spray chalk should be used to leave messages about secondhand smoke.  The goal is to reach as many people as possible with the messages, as the chalk will last until washed off.

Where:
Outside on busy sidewalks or other well traveled concrete areas.  Because the chalk will stay visible for awhile, it is not necessary to have a lot of traffic during the event; passersby can still get the message on their own time.  If you plan on doing it at a location such as a school, make sure to get permission.

How:
Lay the stencil on the sidewalk and spray chalk over it.  Pick up the stencil, and move to a new area.  The short messages below can also be sprayed free-hand.

· Secondhand Smoke contains more than 200 known poisons

· Give us smoke-free public places

· 440 Iowans died this year from secondhand smoke

· We have the right to breathe clean air

· 2/3 of smoke isn’t inhaled by the smoker

· Create your own quick message!

If people are curious about what you are doing, talk to them!  Inform them about the harmful effects of secondhand smoke.  The success of a street marketing event relies on the interaction between JEL members/street marking participants and the passersby.  Use the facts on the next page as talking points to get the message out.

Removal:
Though it is best to leave the message for people to see over time, some locations may require removal of the chalk after the event.  Just like any other sidewalk chalk, water can be used to remove the spray chalk from concrete.  If planning to remove chalk after the event, make sure and test it out first to find out how much water it is going to take and if it is necessary to use a sponge or mop to assist in removal.

Use the facts below to educate bystanders on the deadly effects of secondhand smoke.
Secondhand Smoke Statistics:

· Secondhand smoke is the third leading cause of preventable death.  (Behind smoking and alcohol use), 53,000 deaths annually (same number of deaths per year as in the entire Vietnam War) –CDC; www.cdc.gov
· Just 30 minutes of exposure to secondhand smoke can reduce the ability of the heart to pump blood. –Campaign for Tobacco Free Kids; www.tobaccofreekids.org
· Secondhand smoke is responsible for 150,000 lower respiratory tract infections in children under 18 months of age. –Campaign for Tobacco free kids; www.tobaccofreekids.org
· 26,000 children develop asthma annually as a result of being exposed to secondhand smoke.—National Cancer Institute; www.cancer.gov
· For every eight smokers tobacco kills, one nonsmoker is also killed by inhalation of secondhand smoke.—CDC; www.cdc.gov
· Secondhand smoke contains more than 200 known poisons, 4,700 chemicals and over 63 human carcinogens.—American Cancer Society; www.cancer.org

· Secondhand smoke can cause immediate harm.  The only way to protect non-smokers is to eliminate smoking indoors.
